What is ACE?

* ACE stands for Advanced Choice of Employment

* ACE-RN is a platform for eligible NZ trained RNs to
apply for their first RN job.

* You can apply to multiple employers at once,
simplifying job hunting.

* The ACE-RN process is not the only way to apply
for an RN position, it’s just one platform, we
recommend you continue to look and apply for
jobs directly as well as applying through ACE.
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First RN position

* Stepping into your first role as a qualified
RN marks the beginning of a diverse career.

* Remember that every practice setting
contributes to your knowledge and
critical thinking skills.

* View each role as an opportunity, and you’ll
build an impressive CV over time.

Select up to 5 but choose somewhere you have
had a placement and check your selection is
available with the employers /districts you have
chosen.
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You need two references,
* one Nurse Preceptor
 one Clinical Tutor who supervised your final placement

The reference is requested provided electronically via the ACE-RN portal

Ask your referees for permission BEFORE you send the ACE electronic
reference request

Double check you have the correct email address for your referees

Your referee report and your application is only complete once both your
referees have completed and submitted your reference to ACE-RN

Both referees MUST complete and submit their referee reports to ACE-RN
before 12pm (noon), Tuesday 5t" May 2026.
